· Plant equipment failure


	· Pathogens found in partially treated wastewater and soils
· Large tanks of water and untreated wastewater
· Moving parts on machinery
· Site vehicles

· Poor weather conditions

· Natural disaster event, e.g. significant earthquake

	· Each programme will be run by a trained CCC Educator, and involve a Lead School Teacher
· All CCC Educators to have completed a site induction as deemed appropriate by site staff
· Whole group fully briefed on Health and Safety aspects of the site (as advised by site staff), including advising students of potential risks and consequences of misbehaviour, and adults are informed of their supervision duties
· Group reminded of risks and responsibilities just prior to facility tour

· During site tour - CCC Educator to walk at the front. Nominated adult to walk at the back of the group, remaining adults interspersed throughout
· CCC Educator to control the movement of the group around the site at all times
· Lead Teacher does head count following site tour

· Ensure appropriate adult/student ratios are applied (Max 1:5)
· Attending adults reminder of supervisory role on the day
	· Ensure group have appropriate clothing, including sturdy footwear and high vis vests
· Check in with site staff on morning of programme to ensure site is safe
· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies
· Lead CCC Educator to carry cell phone at all times, with Control Room and Reception numbers.
	· Open, accurate and up-to-date information provided to site staff about programme timetable

· Follow appropriate sign-in/sign-out procedures on site
· Only designated areas used for the programme

· Up to date site information gained prior to programme

· NAME LIST TO RECEPTION JUST PRIOR TO TOUR

· Set route followed on tour (as agreed with site staff)
· Apply a ‘look, but do not touch’ policy
· Wash hands after site tour and before eating
· In event of natural disaster, follow instructions of Educator, assemble at site assembly point, and follow instructions of site staff and/or emergency personnel.
· Close supervision of group around road areas. High Viz vests to be worn by all on site tour.

	Emergency Plans 

(What actions will be taken if an incident occurs)

	· IN CASE OF EMERGENCY, FOLLOW “DRS ABC”, CONTACT 111, AND FOLLOW SITE EMERGENCY PLAN

· Contain group and contact Shift Engineer
· If on site tour and appropriate, return to site assembly point (main carpark). If not appropriate, follow instructions of site staff and Emergency personnel
· In case of fire, plant malfunction or significant natural event (e.g. earthquake), follow above emergency procedure, then move group to site assembly point – CAR PARK IN FRONT OF CONTROL ROOM. 
· If inside a building, find nearest safe exit then follow above emergency procedure. In case of significant earthquake  DROP – COVER – HOLD
· The education group will have access to on-site First Aid kits
FOR MORE SPECIFIC INCIDENTS:

1. Significant or ongoing behaviour problems with students, including non-compliance with site safety rules
· Brief Lead teacher. Group or individual instructed to leave the site immediately – the programme may cease
2. Injury through contact with machinery

· Follow above emergency procedure and contact Shift Engineer(via phone 941 5705) to inform them of the situation and shut down the appropriate machinery
