	· Appoint a parent to walk at the back of the group and have no one in front of the waste educator
· Advise students of potential hazards and consequences of misbehaviour

· Educator to control the movement in areas where vehicles present

· Ensure adult helpers are aware of their supervision roles on the day
· Ensure the sites minimum teacher/parent help to student ratio is met
	· Anti-bacterial wash available for students
· Waste material and compost in green recycling crates and contained in room
· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies

	· Disclosure of risks of organic composting site, including vehicle movement, compost hazards and plant risks (if present site is maintained regularly to ensure minimal stinging nettle appears)
· Ensure all students wash their hands after handling compost and use anti-bacterial lotion.
