	1. Allergies/medical conditions
2. Dehydration
3. Sunburn or exposure to cold
4. Cuts/abrasions – contact with rubbish e.g. glass
5. Injury by vehicles around access road and car park
6. Children getting lost – especially in willow area


	7. Injury by falling over on paths or off boardwalk, or from 
the tower
8. Death by drowning – around pond and stream areas
9. Electric shock from fence
10. Injury by contact with animals on site e.g. horse and 
cattle
11. Concussion e.g. hit by a spade

	· Forgetting ‘specially’ required medication for students
· Poor briefing of adult support people
· Inadequate supervision of students by adult helpers
· Risks of road and car park areas not disclosed
· Collision on tracks with other users
	· Lack of water
· Inappropriate clothing and footwear

· Lack of protective clothing e.g. sunhat, sunscreen, warm clothing

· Inappropriate use of equipment e.g. spades

· Lack of communication devices and first aid kits
	· Variable weather conditions and exposure to wind, rain and sun
· Sharp edged plants
· Rubbish left lying around e.g. glass

· Deep water and unstable stream banks
· Electric fences around animals
· Animals on site e.g. cattle and horses
· Uneven surfaces on footpaths or tracks
· Poor water quality

	· Check teacher/student is carrying medication
· Ensure minimum teacher/parent help to student ration is met
· Advise students of potential hazards
· Educator/Ranger to control group movement in areas where vehicles are present
· Ensure adult helpers are aware of their supervision role on the day
	· Advise children to bring water bottles and direct them to drinking taps on site

· Ensure students have appropriate clothing, footwear and sun protection
· Have sunscreen available

· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies

· First aid kit carried and immediately accessible

· Clear instruction and demonstration in use of equipment
	· Check group is prepared for conditions e.g. sturdy footwear, warm clothing and sun protection

· Disclosure of risks of a wetland environment, including depth of water, uneven tracks, electric fences, animals on site and cutting plants
· Direct children to hand washing facilities and ensure use

	Emergency Plans 
(what actions will be taken if an incident occurs)

	· Adult helper assigned to take responsibility of other children in the event of an accident or injury
· Emergency services notified immediately

· First Aid kit to be carried by teacher and/or Ranger and administered by qualified first aid person
· Cell phone or trunk radio must be carried by ranger and/or teacher
