	Where: Norwich Quay between the tunnel portal and Dublin Street
	When: Night works 20 January to 23 January and Day works from 23 January for a week   
 
	Why: To complete some minor remedial work to the new pipeline installed in November.
	Contact: The contractor is McConnell Dowell Constructors Ltd phone 0508 623 266 between 8am - 5pm Monday to  Friday. Advise them if you have specific property access requirements e.g. medical visits, home help etc.
	Details: Having completed testing of the new wastewater pipeline installed from Godley Quay to Cashin Quay a section of pipeline requiring some minor remedial works has been identified. 

The work will be into two phases.

Phase 1 - Night works 20 January to 23 January between 9pm and 5am 
Two way traffic will be maintained under a STOP/GO and single tunnel lane closure and will coincide with planned tunnel fire protection upgrade works. Due to the volume of traffic and for safety reasons work near the tunnel portal will need to be completed at night. 

Phase 2 - Day works - Dublin Street Road Closure 23 January for a week - see reverse for copy of map
Two way traffic will be maintained on Norwich Quay. Access to and from Dublin Street will be restricted with a closure from Norwich Quay detouring via Canterbury Street. The shoulder of the east bound traffic lane will be closed. Vehicle access to properties will not be restricted. On street parking will be restricted during this time. Cyclist and pedestrian access will be maintained around the site. There will be turning restrictions, road closures, detours and reduction in lane widths in place. Please be alert to changes in the traffic management, follow on-site signage and drive to the conditions.
