· Heavy vehicles around the site

	· Advise students of potential hazards and consequences
· Educator to control the movement of group at all times especially where vehicles are present

· Teacher/parent helpers assigned to a group of students and actively participating in supervision

· Ensure the site’s minimum teacher/parent help to student ratio is met
	· Close supervision around working machinery and hazardous equipment
· Ensure students have sturdy closed in footwear

· First aid kit immediately accessible

· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies

	· Disclosure of risks of the working site e.g. vehicles and rubbish

	Emergency Plans

	· IN CASE OF EMERGENCY, FOLLOW “DRS ABC”, CONTACT 111, AND FOLLOW SITE EMERGENCY PLAN IF APPLICABLE

· Parent helper assigned to take responsibility of other children in the event of an accident or injury
· Emergency services notified immediately

· First Aid kit to be carried by teacher or educator and administered by qualified first aid person

· Cell phone to be carried by educator and teacher
