	Risk Factors (accident, injury, loss or damage)

	1. Allergies/medical conditions
2. Dehydration
3. Sunburn/exposure to cold
4. Cuts/abrasions – contact with rubbish (e.g. glass) or from sharp stones and shells
5. Injury by vehicles around access road and car park
6. Children getting lost
7. Large wave or Tsunami
	8. Dogs causing injury

9. Death by drowning 
10. Collision with other beach recreational users e.g. kite buggies

11. Sand in eyes

12. Concussion – falling onto rocks

13. Infection from contact with waste left lying on the beach

14. Poisonous bite from a Katipo spider

	· Forgetting ‘specially’ required medication for students

· Insufficient briefing of adult roles
· Poor supervision around water
· Risks of road and car park areas not disclosed
· Third party users of the area e.g. with dogs

· Inappropriate behaviour by member of public or site staff

	· Lack of drinking water

· Inappropriate clothing and footwear

· Lack of protective clothing and gear e.g. sunhat, sunscreen, warm clothing

· Lack of communication devices and First Aid kits

	· Variable weather conditions and exposure to wind, rain and sun

· Rubbish lying on beach e.g. glass, tin, fish hooks, needles
· Tide/large rock pools

· Sharp rocks
· Uneven surfaces on board walks, tracks or rocks
· Sand dunes are a natural habitat for Katipo Spiders
· Rogue wave or Tsunami

	· Check teacher/student is carrying medication for special conditions

· Advise students of potential hazards
· Ensure minimum teacher/adult help to student ratio is met

· Educator/Ranger to control group movement in areas where vehicles are present

· Ensure adult helpers are aware of their supervisory role on the day
	· Advise children to bring water bottles and direct them to drinking taps on site

· Ensure students have appropriate clothing, footwear and sunscreen

· Have sunscreen available
· Cell phone available for emergencies
· First Aid kit carried and immediately accessible
· Ensure everyone is instructed on the safe use of all equipment

	· Visit during low tide to ensure maximum safety whilst students are on the rocks

· Check group is prepared for conditions e.g. sturdy footwear, warm clothing and sun protection

· Disclosure of risks of beach environment, including water, waves, rubbish (particularly sharp objects) and uneven tracks

· Ensure an eyewash and clean water are carried in the first aid kit

· Advise children not to go hunting in the sand dunes (the spiders are shy and will stay away if you do not disturb their habitat)
· Check weather and surf forecasts prior to programme

· Maintain ability to get public updates on tsunami threats (cellphone)

	Emergency Plans 

(What actions will be taken if an incident occurs)

	· IN CASE OF EMERGENCY, FOLLOW “DRS ABCD”, CONTACT 111, AND FOLLOW SITE EMERGENCY PLAN IF APPLICABLE
· If inside a building, find nearest safe exit then follow above emergency procedure. 
· In case of significant earthquake DROP – COVER – HOLD
· The education group will have access to on-site First Aid kits
FOR MORE SPECIFIC INCIDENTS:

1. In the event of a large, sustained earthquake, DROP – COVER – HOLD, then the group will do everything possible to move inland and/or to higher ground as soon as practicable
2. Parent helpers and ultimately Teachers do head count and oversee welfare of group
3. Administer first aid as required

4. Lost children – gather group and carry out coordinated search
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
