· Inadequate supervision of students by adult helpers

	· Lack of water
· Inappropriate clothing and footwear

· Lack of protective clothing and gear e.g. sunhat, sunscreen, warm clothing

· Lack of communication devices and First Aid kits


	· Variable weather conditions and exposure to wind, rain and sun
· Water tanks
· Car parks
· Machinery on site
· High noise levels e.g from machinery and students

	· Check teacher/student is carrying medicine for special conditions
· Advise students of potential hazards

· Ensure appropriate adult/student ratios are applied
· Educator to control group movement in areas where vehicles are present

· Ensure adult helpers are aware of their supervision role on the day
	· Advise children to bring water bottles
· Ensure students have appropriate clothing, footwear and sunscreen
· Have sunscreen available

· Trunk radio/cell phone are available for emergencies

· First Aid kit carried and immediately accessible
· Clear instructions about movement around machinery on site.

	· Disclosure of risks of a working site
· Clear instructions about noise levels required in control room

· Apply a ‘look but do not touch’ policy

	Emergency Plans 
(what actions will be taken if an incident occurs)

	· Parent helper assigned to take responsibility of other children in the event of an accident or injury
· Emergency services notified immediately

· First Aid kit to be carried by teacher and/or educator and administered by qualified first aid person

· Cell phone or trunk radio to be carried by educator and/or teacher
